· Life span of Eazy Drip?

Certainly more than 2 years, maybe 3 years in case of the 125 ( tape.

For the 250 (  tape 4 years are expected.

The biggest problems for the life span of Eazy Drip are animals (e.g. rats) and the handling for storage.

· For a 1 acre plot a larger sub-main diameter is necessary.

· To produce drip tape an investment of around Rs. 500'000 is required.

· One can add fertiliser to the drip irrigation water.

· All components of the low-cost drip systems are locally available.

· The most common plot size where Eazy Drip is used so far are vegetable plots of approx. 400 sq.m. However, it can be used in many other crops.

· So far over 80'000 farmers have adopted Eazy Drip (within less than three years).

· The KB system had pegs. Why are they not used in the new system? The spaghetti tubes have larger diameter. Thus there is more flow and less clogging problems.
