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Tips for field work

1. The questions are thought to be a guide, not a questionnaire. Use them flexibly. Complement what you think would be helpful, cut what is not useful.

2. Have a brief review round every evening.

3. Take fotos (preferably one person, with a digital camera). 

4. Talk to drip users and non-users

5. Do not forget to ask questions about the support/facilitation roles and actions.

6. Utilise IDE staff's in-depth knowledge. 

7. The mentors accompany the groups, but they are not the group leaders. The participants should select a group leader from among themselves or organize themselves in some appropriate ways.
