· Vermi wash is easy, local material, low cost – reduces pesticide use and is ecologically friendly

· Lego system

· Every drop of water is critical- important to conserve it

· Participants also learnt how make vermi compost

· IT centre is increasing farmers confidence

· Rope and washer – very good in absence of electricity

· Storage tanks – IDE must also look at evaporation losses
